HOW TO USE

For interior use to remove black mould etc wet the surface with 1:5 solution and allow to soak 
in.

If using in a greenhouse do not spray onto plants.

For exterior use it is advisable to use in dry weather. If surface is dry apply product as for 
interior application above. If surface is wet then apply product undiluted. Repeat process 
regularly until algae and mould have been killed. To accelerate removal use a stiff brush.
